*Friends of Tribal Society, West Bengal* - This organization is working to
provide non-formal basic education to children living in rural and tribal areas of
India. According to the availability of space, season and climate, single schools
are run in the chaupal or under the tree, in the courtyard of the village house or
at the house of the teacher. The Society has established more than 1.02 lakh
Ekal Vidyalayas. More than 26 lakh children in the age group of 6 to 14 years in
more than 1.02 lakh villages are currently studying in single schools in rural and
tribal areas.

*Jan Swasthya Sahyog "]SS”, Chhattisgarh* - JSS organization is providing an
affordable healthcare service which is easily accessible to rural or tribal
communities. Comprehensive health care is provided through a 3-tier system
with the first level consisting of village health workers, who provide door-to-
door health care and primary health care. The 72 villages cater to a population
of 41,000 people of whom 67% are vulnerable tribal groups. , JSS provides low-
cost care to 3,90,000 patients in over 2,500 villages in Chhattisgarh and
adjoining districts of Madhya Pradesh. Tertiary level care is provided under a
100 bedded hospital setup.

*Nongstoin Social Service Society, Meghalaya* - This organization is engaged
in economic empowerment, bringing children, women and persons / children
into the mainstream, through economic empowerment, teaching art-skills to the
poor and those living in financial distress, as well as good farming Assisting in
Telling Practices - Providing guidance, or training, to youth by skill training
